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This project kicked-off in June 2014. Take a look at the one-page project profile linked below describing
what is going on. Teams have found their feet in the five project countries - Cameroon, DRC,
Mozambique, Uganda and China - and exciting work is already underway.

e Following rigorous consultation with in-country players, and with WWF and IIED, each country team
now has a work plan (see box below) with baselines, activities, milestones and targets.

e A number of research and engagement activities are under way — in particular, all country teams
are conducting diagnostics, examining the status and issues of Chinese trade and investments
linked to forests, to be ready by March 2015.

e Engaging with Chinese timber companies has begun — in Cameroon, DRC and Mozambique,
initial interactions in Chinese language with Chinese forestry and trade enterprises show promise
for future work towards legality and sustainability. See the attached report from Ding Lei on
Cameroon and DRC.
